	(1 minute) Connection (explain why and what; lasts about 1 minute) (situate the new learning in the context of previous lessons, focus students’ attention on the lesson and tell them why they might want to use the writing technique):
“Writers, we’ve been working on …”

End this segment by telling students what you will be teaching them:
“Today I am going to teach you…”


	(4-5 minutes) Teach (show how; lasts about 4-5 minutes) (demonstrate the teaching point, show students how to implement the writing technique):
“Let me show you how I…”

“Let me show you how the author (published or student)…”

End this segment by recapping the steps in the process:
“Did you see how I …?

“Did you see how he/she …?”

	 (4-5 minutes) Active Engagement (student practice; lasts about 4-5 minutes ): 
“Now it’s your turn…”
End this segment by calling kids back together and naming what you overheard.
