	Connection:  Writers...we have been going through the steps to plan our writing. We think, plan, sketch, and write our words in order to teach someone how to do something.
Teaching Point:  Today…I want to teach you that writers tell their reader what they will need before they get started because if they don’t have the supplies/materials that are needed, then they can’t learn how to do something the right way.

	Teach: Let me think….what can I write about?  Hmmmm….oh I know!  I’m going to do a How-To on painting fingernails.  So I’ve got to make sure I tell my reader what they’ll need first.  Let me think about what I’ll need….(Model thinking and create list of materials).
“I will need nail polish remover and cotton balls to remove my old polish, and nail polish.”
Did you see how I first thought of my idea/topic that I know how to do and then thought of the materials I would need?  Now I’m going to plan it making sure I mention each of these things as I go to show my reader how they’ll use them! (Model with my writing by touching the pages and thinking aloud as I go).

	Active Engagement: Now I want you to try.  Thumbs up when you have an idea.  Now turn and tell your partner what your topic is and what they’ll need to do it.  Partners, be good listeners because you may need to point out something they left out.  Then plan out your steps and include those materials in your steps. Go! 
 -After a few minutes turn back and share a few ideas I’ve heard from the group.



	Link:  Remember that today and everyday as a writer….you always want to make sure you include your materials at the beginning of your piece so your reader will know what they’ll need before they get started, and so they’ll be prepared. Then, tell them exactly how to use those things in each of the steps! Off you go!
